Information on Funding of Courses for SEITE Independent Students for the 2012-13 Academic Year


This information is for part-time students who will be starting a new qualification with Canterbury Christ Church University from September 2012

SEITE Fees for part-time Independent students studying for a Foundation Degree or BA (Hons) degree are currently £3,000 per academic year.
· Students can apply for a Student Loan to assist with tuition fees. This is called a Fees Loan and will be available to all eligible students on full-time and part-time programmes (if at least 25% of full-time study) and will NOT depend on income.  Students can request a Fees Loan up to the amount of the fee set and do not have to take a loan in the full amount.

· The money from this loan will be sent directly from Student Finance England to your University to settle your fee costs.

· Students need to apply for a Fees Loan for each year of their studies if they wish to take out this loan.


· Full-time students may apply for a further loan to cover their cost of living as a student – this is called a Maintenance Loan – and this is applied for at the same time as the Fees Loan. Part-time students are NOT eligible for this loan. You must be aged under 60 at the start of your studies to qualify for this loan, but there is no age limit for the Fees Loan.


· Students who already have an equivalent level qualification are not normally eligible for these loans and grants, unless they are ‘topping up’ from a Foundation, HNC/HND to a Bachelors degree, for example.

· Part-time students who earn over £21,000 a year have to start paying back their loans after four years even if they are still on their course.
